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Introduction from the Department of Communications,  
Climate Action and Environment


The commitment of the Minister and the Department 
of Communications, Climate Action and Environment 
(DCCAE)  to supporting the enforcement of the waste 
code in Ireland is absolute. This has been demonstrated 
through continued investment in the network of local 
authority waste enforcement officers, and the further 
development of the Waste Enforcement Regional Lead 
Authorities (WERLAs).


That investment and support is 
producing dividends. A clear signal has 
been sent to those who engage in waste 
crime that you will be pursued, that your 
operations will be shut down and that 
you will be held to account in the highest 
Courts in the land. 


Multi-agency enforcement operations 
that have been facilitated through the 
National Waste Enforcement Steering 
Committee (NWESC) have secured 
several important environmental 
and criminal outcomes in 2017 and 
represent a road-map which has the 
potential to put people who engage 
in waste crime permanently out of 
businesses. The WERLA offices have 
been to the forefront in spear-heading 
these operations involving an Garda 
Síochána, the Revenue Commissioners, 
the Department of Social Protection and 
others. 


This approach has had tangible results 
for the various regulatory bodies in 
terms of identifying, stopping and 
prosecuting non-compliant activities in 
the waste sector. The success of these 
operations has been due to the planned 
and co-ordinated approach taken by all 
agencies involved. Multi-agency waste 
enforcement operations directed by the 
WERLAs have resulted in the cessation 
of very significant illegal waste activities 
with corresponding environmental 


benefits on identified sites across the 
regions. 


These efforts will continue next year as 
the WERLA offices focus on emerging 
and strategically important waste 
enforcement issues. 


The WERLAs have also been to the fore 
in tackling the problem of irresponsible 
dumping in rural Ireland in particular. The 
2017 Anti-Dumping Initiative delivered 
through the WERLA offices has served 
to put the necessary tools in the hands 
of enforcement personnel to identify 
and prosecute those involved in such 
behaviour. 


A range of clean-up and restorative 
projects led by community, 
environmental and sporting groups has 
also been undertaken as people joined 
by pride in place and respect for their 
environment have come together to 
reclaim their streets, woodlands, bridges 
and parks. Such was the response from 
across the country that the Department 
doubled the initial financial allocation 
with some €1.3M being provided to 
support over 200 anti-dumping projects 
throughout Ireland this year. 


Since their establishment, this 
Department has worked effectively 
with the WERLAs to facilitate a 
transformation from process-driven 
enforcement to one that focuses 
greatest effort on the waste problems 
and issues that matter most and to take 
swift, proportionate and effective action. 
The impact of the WERLAs has been 
tangible and the high level of support 
now being made available to local 
authority waste enforcement officers 
has resulted in enhanced enforcement 
outcomes. The Department looks 
forward to building on the momentum 
within the system which has now been 
created and to working with the WERLA 
offices and waste enforcement officers 
throughout the country in responding 
effectively to the enforcement 
challenges which remain to be met.

Introduction from the WERLAs


Three WERLAs, covering the Connacht-Ulster, Eastern 
Midlands and Southern Regions, were established 
in 2015 with responsibility for coordinating the 
waste enforcement actions of local authorities, 
setting priorities and common objectives for waste 
enforcement and ensuring consistency of enforcement 
of waste legislation while still leaving local authority 
personnel as first responders on the ground.


The work of the WERLAs is overseen 
by the National Waste Enforcement 
Steering Committee (NWESC), which 
is chaired by the DCCAE. Each WERLA 
reports independently to Regional 
Steering Committees comprising 
Directors of Service from each of the 
region’s local authorities. This level of 
Governance is further strengthened by a 
Service Level Agreement (SLA) between 
the constituent local authorities and 
their respective WERLA. To assist with 
communication and cooperation at 
operational level the WERLAs meet 
quarterly with Waste Enforcement 
Officers (WEO) at WEO meetings and 
with Waste Enforcement Management 
at Operational Group meetings.


The DCCAE determine National Waste 
Priorities each year, which set the basis 
for the WERLA work plan. The WERLAs 
seek views from local authorities on 
what their main areas of concern 
are. This information is channelled 
to the DCCAE through the NWESC 
and contributes to the Government’s 
decision on the National Waste Priorities.


In 2017 a Producer Responsibility 
Officer was appointed in each WERLA 
to further support and enhance the 
enforcement efforts in relation to 
Producer Responsibility Initiatives (PRIs).  


An Information, Communications and 
Technology (ICT) Officer, shared by the 
three WERLAs, was recruited by the 
Connacht Ulster Region.


In addition, the Minister formally 
appointed WERLA personnel as 
authorised persons for the purposes of 
the Waste Management Act and other 
secondary waste legislation containing 
their own authorised persons provisions. 


Through the WERLA structure and 
with the cooperation of local authority 
waste enforcement personnel, a more 
co-ordinated and consistent approach 
to tackling waste crime in Ireland has 
been achieved. Using a concerted action 
approach to national waste priorities 
and with the use of multi-agency 
operations the WERLAs, working with 
local authorities, have secured several 
important environmental outcomes. 
Building on an established work plan, 
the WERLA’s will continue this approach 
throughout 2018 and will endeavour to 
build on success and learn from target 
outcomes to drive improved regulation 
and enforcement throughout Ireland.


The WERLAs would like to acknowledge 
the cooperation and support of local 
authorities in the process of moving 
towards a more targeted, coordinated 


and consistent approach to waste 
enforcement nationally. In addition the 
WERLAs would like to thank staff in the 
DCCAE and all stakeholders, in particular 
the support of the NWESC and CCMA, 
that were engaged with throughout the 
year.

Identify serious national waste enforcement issues and liaise 
with stakeholders in formulating appropriate responses
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The work of the WERLAs is overseen by the NWESC and is 
chaired by the DCCAE. The NWESC determine national waste 
enforcement priorities for the WERLAs and drive consistency at 
a central level. The Committee includes representatives from 
a wide range of regulatory authorities including the WERLAs, 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), An Garda Siochana, 
National Transfrontier Shipment Office (NTFSO), National 
Waste Collection Permit Office (NWCPO), Department of Social 
Protection, Regional Waste Management Planning Offices, 
Office of Revenue Commissioners, County and City Managers 
Association (CCMA). The Committee support the WERLAs in 
dealing with issues of serious waste crime.


The WERLAs liaise with local authorities 
continually on both a formal and 
informal basis to identify emerging 
issues and challenges and to ensure 
that local authorities have input towards 
the process of identifying National 
Waste Priorities. Each Region has its 
own network of Local Authority Groups, 
which include Regional Steering Groups, 
Regional Operations Groups and Regional 
Waste Enforcement Officer Groups


The WERLAs work closely with the 
Waste Management Planning Lead 
Authorities to align enforcement 
activities with the requirements of the 
Regional Waste Management Plans and 
to align awareness programmes with the 
National Waste Priorities.


The WERLA participate in a number of 
Working Groups including End of Life 
Vehicles (ELVs), Tyres, Pay by Weight, 
End of Waste / By-products, and the 
Environmental Services Training Group 
(ESTG).


The Industry Contact Group (ICG) is 
a forum for information exchange 
between key stakeholders. It is chaired 
by the Irish Waste Management 
Association (IWMA) and consists 
of members from the DCCAE, EPA, 
WERLAs, Chartered Institute of Waste 
Management, NTFSO, NWCPO and 
Producer Responsibility Compliance 
Schemes.


Stakeholder Engagement
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Active planning is a process of continuous improvement 
and is central to the management of the WERLA work plan. 
The WERLAs develop a comprehensive annual work plan, 
which is communicated to local authorities and facilitates 
the preparation of the Recommended Minimum Criteria for 
Environmental Inspection Plans (RMCEI). The plan sets out a 
programme of work for the WERLAs and local authorities to 
address the National Waste Priorities in a consistent manner 
across the country.

National Waste Priority 2017:  
Household Waste Management Compliance  
including Brown Bin


Under the Landfill Directive (1999/31/EC) Ireland 
must meet targets for the diversion of biodegradable 
municipal waste (BMW) from disposal to landfill. By 
2020, BMW going to landfill must be reduced to 35% 
of the total quantity (by weight) of BMW produced in 
1995 (427,000 tonnes). To address this Household 
Waste Management Compliance including Brown Bin 
was a National Waste Priority for 2017. The WERLAs 
focused on compliance of both the household and 
commercial Food Waste Regulations.


As part of concerted actions under this 
priority, household waste collectors that 
had not provided the brown bin in line 
with the 2015 Food Waste Regulations, 
were identified and follow-up actions 
taken across the three Regions. 
Consequently 83 Regulations 10 Notices 
were served on non-compliant operators 
by Local Authorities.  


Based on the information received from 
the Regulation 10 notices and Annual 
Environmental Report (AER) data a 
number of operators with significant 
shortfall of brown bins were highlighted. 


The WERLAs continue to engage with 
these operators, the NWCPO, the 
EPA and relevant local authorities in 
a coordinated manner to ensure the 
brown bin is provided to householders 
in accordance with Regulation 5 of the 
Food Waste Regulations.  


The WERLAs also coordinated 
inspections on non-compliant operators 
that did not submit AERs.


The groundwork for a pilot project on un-
serviced households took place in 2017. 
The project seeks a consistent approach 
to the enforcement of households not 
availing of a waste service in line with 
Section 34C of the Waste Management 


Act. The cooperation of local waste 
collectors is a key part of the project. 
The project will be officially launched in 
2018.


A coordinated approach to the 
regulation of Pay to Use (PTU) 
compactors initiated in 2016 was further 
progressed in 2017.


The Commercial Food Waste Regulations 
2009, requires producers of food waste 
to avail of a source segregated waste 
collection service. A targeted campaign 
of inspections on commercial outlets 
was completed nationwide. This will 
lead to greater compliance with the 
Commercial Food Waste Regulations.
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National Waste Priority 2017:
Tyre Producer Responsibility Initiative


The Waste Management (Tyres and Waste Tyres) 
Regulations 2017 (SI No 400 of 2017) came in to effect 
on 1st October 2017 to promote the environmentally 
sound management of waste tyres.


Prior to the introduction of the 
Regulations road-shows were held 
across the country to raise awareness 
of retailer and producer obligations 
under the new Regulations. These road-
shows were attended by regulators, 
local authority personnel and industry 
members.


In line with the new Regulations the 
WERLAs developed a Tyre Information 
Pack, with standardised letter templates 
and inspection forms. Local authorities 
were requested to write to all retailers 
in their functional area, using the 
standard letter template. The letter 
detailed retailer obligations under the 
Regulations. 


The focus of local authority inspections, 
using the standardised inspection 
form, was on unregistered retailers. 
In addition, the WERLAs coordinated 
tyre inspections of retailers with a 
multi-regional and multi-local authority 
presence.


The WERLAs participated on the Tyre 
Working Group and are continuing 
to work with the DCCAE, Repak ELT, 
EPA and Producer Register Limited ( 
PRL) in developing a coordinated tyre 
enforcement programme. 


Repak ELT reported a national 
compliance rate of 68% by the end of 
2017.
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National Waste Priority 2017:
End of Life Vehicles


National Waste Priority 2017:
Tyre Producer Responsibility Initiative


The End of Life Vehicles Directive 2000/53/EC requires 
Ireland and other EU countries to recycle and recover 
End of Life Vehicles (ELVs).


The annual targets set out in the 
Directive are 95% for overall reuse, 
recycling, and recovery of ELVs. However 
there must be a minimum 85% reuse 
and recycling. Achievement of these 
targets is reported annually to the 
European Commission and is based 
on data gathered, by the EPA, from 
Authorised Treatment Facilities (ATFs). 


In order for Ireland to meet these targets 
the WERLAs identified the need for 
improved reporting of data from ATFs. In 
the past, ATFs were required to submit 
both an ATF Survey and an AER. In 2017, 
these reports were amalgamated into 
the AER, which streamlined the reporting 
process for ATFs.


The WERLAs developed an ELV Pilot 
Project to ensure a consistent and 
effective approach to enforcement 
and to provide a cradle to grave picture 
of ELV activities. The purpose of the 
pilot project was to identify the barriers 
to enforcement and a subsequent 
Recommendations Report was issued to 
the DCCAE. 


A knowledge sharing / information 
exchange day was held at Cork Port, 
as part of the pilot project, with the 
National Trans-Frontier Shipment Office 
(NTFSO) and local authority enforcement 


staff. This gave a better understanding 
of issues at the point of export when 
shipments of used vehicles / used 
parts / used Electrical and Electronic 
Equipment (EEE) are not managed in an 
environmentally sound manner at point 
of origin.


As part of the pilot project the WERLAs 
developed a practical ELV Guidance 
Document for waste enforcement 
officers, providing details of the national 
and European context. The guidance 
document included an ATF “spot check” 
procedure and form. Using this form 
the WERLAs coordinated spot checks 
on ATFs, which resulted in a significant 
improvement in the reporting of AERs 
to the NWCPO. The spot checks also 
led to a 12% increase in the number 
of Certificates of Destruction (CoDs) 
issued.


The pilot project led to a number of 
inspections on unauthorised sites. 
The WERLA worked with the NTFSO to 
coordinate inspections on suspected 
unauthorised sites, resulting in a 
significant reduction in the number of 
sites. In addition, a number of multi-
agency inspections and checkpoints 
were completed including the NBCI 
coordinated INTERPOL project focusing 
on the movement of hazardous waste.


The WERLAs participated on the ELV 
Working Group and are continuing to 
work with the DCCAE, ELVES, NWCPO, 
EPA and Industry in developing 
a coordinated ELV enforcement 
programme. 


A guidance document, for the issuing of 
Fixed Payment Notices (FPNs) for PRIs 
was developed, which included details 
of fines for various offences relating to 
ELVs.
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National Waste Priority 2017:
Illegal Dumping including Construction  
and Demolition Waste


The WERLAs commenced a number of projects 
relating to Construction and Demolition (C&D) waste 
in 2017 including compilation of a national database 
of government led major construction projects (sector 
specific). This was issued to local authorities for RMCEI 
scheduled inspections.


In addition the WERLAs developed an 
Article 27 inspection form, which was 
circulated to local authorities along 
with a list of Article 27 sites received 
from the EPA. Local authorities were 
requested to schedule these sites for 
inspection as per the RMCEI plans.


The WERLAs also participated in 
the Article 27 Working Group and 
subsequently provided a submission on 
the EPA’s discussion paper which led 
to the publication of the Guidance on 
Classification and Notification of Soil and 
Stone as a By-product.


The WERLAs developed a course outline 
for C&D training, which will be rolled out 
through the Regional Training Centres in 
2018.


The Anti-Dumping Initiative, which is 
detailed on page 20, is part of this 
National Waste Priority.
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National Waste Priority 2017:
Pilot Targeted Packaging Enforcement Project


National Waste Priority 2017:
Illegal Dumping including Construction  
and Demolition Waste


A Pilot Targeted Packaging Enforcement Project 
commenced in 2017. A Memorandum of Understanding 
between the DCCAE and Repak was agreed. 
Subsequently a Communication Strategy between the 
DCCAE, WERLA’s and Repak was developed. 


A national list prioritising one hundred 
suspected major producers (SMPs) was 
developed for targeted inspections. 
This list and an inspection pack were 
distributed by the WERLAs to each local 
authority. The PROs, when requested, 
accompanied and assisted waste 
enforcement officers on packaging 
inspections.


A packaging portal, which allows for 
timely updates on SMPs, has been rolled 
out and is now used by all local authority 
waste enforcement staff.


The WERLAs gave a presentation on the 
Pilot Targeted Packaging Enforcement 
Project at Repak’s annual conference in 
September 2017.
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Waste Enforcement 
Manual


The EPAs Waste Enforcement Manual was published 
in 2005. Due to the significant changes in the waste 
sector since its publication, the EPA invited the WERLAs 
to carry out a review of the manual.


The WERLAs coordinated the first 
draft of the manual and invited waste 
enforcement officers to participate 
in the review process. A team of 19 
local authority and NTFSO volunteers 
contributed to this process. There 
were 16 sections in the manual and 
each section was given to a waste 
enforcement officer for review. An 
additional 12 sections were drafted, 
which reflects the change in the waste 
enforcement activities since its first 
publication.


The first draft was submitted by the 
WERLAs to the EPA. The document is 
scheduled to undergo a technical and 
literary review.
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Waste Enforcement 
Management Information System 


The Waste Enforcement Management Information 
System (MIS) is a joint venture between the WERLAs, 
the NWCPO and the waste industry. The objective of 
the project is to make key indicators available for waste 
enforcement officers on a monthly basis. The key 
indicators are based on the ten targets set out in the 
Regional Waste Management Plans.


The NWCPO portal currently provides 
information for each local authority on:
• Total waste authorisations for 


collectors and facilities.
• Household kerbside waste collected 


in the previous year, including residual, 
recyclable and food waste.


• Commercial municipal waste collected 
in the previous year, including residual, 
recyclable and food waste. 


• C&D waste collected in the previous 
year.


With the MIS it is envisaged that this 
household data will be updated monthly, 
which will assist waste enforcement 
officers to take corrective action at the 
earliest opportunity.
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Multi-Agency Inspections


The business case for the WERLAs outline the 
requirement to develop intelligence led and coordinated 
multi-agency enforcement of unauthorised waste 
activities. The NWESC facilitates the sharing of 
information between key enforcement agencies to 
allow for a strategic approach to serious waste crime. 
The NBCI and the DCCAE have both emphasised that 
the Commissioner of An Garda Síochána and the 
Minister have prioritised multi-agency action.


Each WERLA has established a regional 
multi-agency group comprising An 
Garda Síochána, Department of Social 
Protection, NTFSO, Work Place Relations 
Commission, and the Office of Revenue 
Commissioners. While the groups’ 
primary focus is unauthorised waste 
activities other offences such as tax and 
welfare fraud, or other criminality are key 
for the involvement of other Agencies.


The role of the WERLA is to coordinate 
multi-agency actions within the Regions 
using covert operations to target 
unauthorised activities.


In March 2017, INTERPOL invited 
member countries to participate 
in a global operation against illegal 
disposal and trade in hazardous waste 
entitled “Operation 30 Days of Action”. 
Inspections were coordinated nationally 
by the WERLAs. The participation of 
all agencies in the INTERPOL activities 
proved to be beneficial to those involved 
leading to significant outcomes.


The WERLAs have coordinated Garda 
level one and level two interview skills 
training for waste enforcement officers 
through the NBCI. The trained officers 
are available to assist other local 
authorities in enforcement activities if 
required.


A business case was provided to the 
NBCI for the establishment of multi-
agency task forces across all Garda 
regions.


In 2018 the WERLAs will explore the 
feasibility of a study on the cost of 
waste crime in the state, which will 
inform enforcement approaches in 
the future. There is strong evidence 
from similar studies elsewhere that 
investment in waste enforcement yields 
significant returns to the exchequer.
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CASE STUDY
Multi-Agency Inspection South 
Dublin County Council


In October 2016 the Eastern Midlands WERLA coordinated their first multi-
agency inspections on an unauthorised ELV site in South County Dublin.


The inspection resulted in waste enforcement actions against the 
landowner for the unauthorised storage of waste and an unauthorised 
waste collector by South Dublin County Council. 


The intelligence led inspection proved beneficial to other agencies 
involved leading to significant outcomes for all. 


An Garda Siochana secured two convictions for the discovery of a large 
amount of stolen high-end vehicle parts, cigarettes, champagne and 
significant quantities of cannabis and cocaine.


The Office of Revenue Commissioners gained intelligence from the 
inspection and detained goods under the Finance Act. 


The Department of Social Protection conducted investigations under the 
Social Welfare Act. 


The key to a successful multi-agency operation is up to date intelligence 
from all agencies and in particular An Garda Siochana and the local 
authority in whose functional area the activity is taking place. This 
intelligence may be gathered from inspection records, aerial photography 
surveillance and drone technology. 


Following the success of this and more recent operations the WERLAs 
continue to build on the multi-agency networks and their established links 
supporting a co-ordinated approach across the Regions and nationally. 
This is in line with the concept of “Disruption Teams” which is well 
established in other states.
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Anti-dumping Initiative


Illegal dumping is first and foremost a matter of 
individual responsibility and compliance with the law 
and enforcement action in this area is a matter in the 
first instance for local authorities.


Local authorities expend significant 
resources carrying out routine litter 
patrols and inspections relating to 
unauthorised waste activities, including 
vehicle checkpoints, backyard burning, 
inspections relating to waste complaints, 
and unauthorised waste facilities.


Local authorities, through the WERLA 
Regional Governance structures 
and ultimately the National Waste 
Enforcement Steering Committee 
(NWESC), sought additional support 
from the DCCAE to tackle the problem of 
illegal dumping and to develop effective 
deterrents to discourage people from 
engaging in this anti-social behaviour.


In response the DCCAE launched an 
Anti-Dumping Initiative and provided 
funding, over two phases, in 2017 for 
local authorities to work in partnership 
with local community organisations and 
other state agencies to identify high risk 
or problem areas, develop appropriate 
enforcement responses and carry out 
clean-up operations. This initiative was 
co-ordinated by the three WERLAs.


The aim of this initiative was to reduce 
incidents of illegal dumping nationally 
by providing funding for projects 
tackling illegal dumping including the 
provision of support for monitoring and 
surveillance of dumping black spots and 
the development of an integrated and 
effective approach to dealing with this 
issue using a collaborative approach with 
local authorities, local communities and 
other state agencies.


The Anti-Dumping Initiative 2017 
was launched by the Minister for 
Communications, Climate Action & 
Environment, Denis Naughton, in the 
Shearwater Hotel, Ballinasloe, Co.

Connacht Ulster Case Study – 
Ballybane, Galway “Managing your 
Waste Caring for our Environment”


Galway City Council submitted an application to fund a City wide waste/
environmental awareness campaign in conjunction with a pilot anti-
dumping initiative in the Ballybane area. 


The aim of the environmental awareness campaign was to:
• Provide advice on waste and environmental matters, including food 


waste and the correct use of the recycling and waste bins;  
• Information was provided on the range of waste disposal options 


available to householders living in Galway City;
• The targeted clean-up of the Ballybane area complimented the 


awareness element of the project.  Consultations are ongoing with the 
Galway City Council Tenant Liasion Officer for the area in relation to 
the possible roll-out of the Stop Food Waste Challenge to a number of 
interested householders.


The Campaign was officially launched in the Ballybane Community 
Resource Centre by the Mayor of Galway City, Councillor Pearce Flannery.  
A press release was circulated by Galway City Council’s press officer 
following the launch.  Information leaflets were distributed to c. 26,000 
households in Galway City (including the Ballybane area) as part of the 
campaign.  The information was also posted through social media and the 
Galway City Council website.


A total of 19.44 tonnes of waste was collected and removed from the 
Ballybane site. Following the clean up, letters were issued to all residents 
in the Fana Glas estate detailing contact numbers for reporting illegal 
waste activity in the area. In addition 1,700 household surveys were 
completed in the area to ascertain how household waste was being 
disposed of and to provide information on the services provided by Galway 
City Council.

Southern Region Case Study - Carrick 
River-Walkway “Having a Greenway 
the Clean way”


The River Suir rises in the Devil’s Bit Mountain northwest of Templemore 
and carves its way through the stunning landscapes of counties 
Tipperary, Kilkenny and Waterford on its 185 Km journey to the sea at 
Waterford harbour.


Those who live near the Suir have immediate access to a wonderful 
resource and there are many who regularly access the river for lifestyle 
and recreational purposes.


The river had been viewed negatively in the past by many due to regular 
flooding, however flood relief schemes in the main towns and villages 
have acted to address this and now the focus is on more positive 
associations with the river. 


Increased activity and involvement along the river is evident today, 
however this increased activity has revealed the scale of the illegal 
dumping along the river bank and in the river itself.


Tipperary County Council identified five illegal dumping / fly tipping 
“hot-spots” along a two km walkway of the River Suir and working with a 
number of Community Groups  in Carrick-on-Suir (Lions Club, Tidy towns, 
Men’s Shed Group) developed an action plan to clean up these “hot-
spots” which included: 
• Covert surveillance.
• Mobilisation of the community to clean-up  the sites.
• A media campaign including signage. 


More than 40 volunteers answered the call to help with the clean up 
and almost six tonnes of waste was removed from the river and the river 
banks. It has been noted that the incidence of fly tipping has decreased 
significantly since the project has been completed.

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Eastern Midlands Case Study -  
Bogs of Laois


Bog sites have always presented a particular difficulty in Co. Laois with 
regards to illegal dumping. The bog access roads which provide access 
to active bog sites see little traffic for much of the year outside of turf 
cutting season and are prone to illegal dumping on a significant scale.  
Three particular Bogs were targeted in Co. Laois under an anti-dumping 
initiative these include Derrybeg Bog, Winsor Bog and Lower Forrest Bog.


In working with the local residents, communities and tidy towns groups, 
Laois County Council developed a targeted action plan which included:
• a clean-up of the sites;
• erection of infrastructure to limit access (gates and barriers);
• the use mobile cameras to catch repeat offenders and increase 


surveillance by litter wardens;
• a media campaign including signage and a billboard campaign.


The three sites were cleaned and over 
19 tonnes of waste was collected.  The 
gates have to date acted as a deterrent 
and prevention mechanism and will 
continue to prove even more effective 
over the winter months when the turf 
cutting and saving season has drawn to 
an end. A billboard campaign was run to 
highlight the incidence of illegal dumping 
by unauthorised waste collectors in the 
area on foot of evidence received from 
the early investigative work and details 
provided by the community.  Laois County 
Council litter wardens issued letters by 
hand in a targeted campaign to over 500 
residents in a small town neighbouring one 
of the bog sites to advise residents of their 
obligation to ensure their waste collector 
was authorised. A number of litter fines 
were issued and the mobile cameras were 
successful in capturing a large scale illegal 
dumper.

A significant challenge for the WERLAs in coordinating 
the implementation of waste policy in Ireland is 
managing the gap between standardisation and 
established local work patterns. This gap can be 
addressed by empowering and up-skilling through 
targeted training, the standardisation of forms, 
guidance manuals and the development of Standard 
Operating Procedures (SOPs).


The Environment Services Training 
Group (ESTG) was setup to meet 
the developing requirements of the 
Environment Services Sector through 
the provision of courses at the five 
Regional Training Centres. The following 
training courses were delivered in 2017 
across the training centres:
• Waste Policy & Legislation.
• Regulation of Waste Activity.
• Dealing with Difficult & Aggressive 


Behaviour.
• Inspection Skills.


The identification of current training 
deficits among waste enforcement 
staff is ongoing. Training on Waste 
Management Policy & Legislation and 
Regulation of Waste Activities covers 
approximately 500 environmental 
protection requirements contained in 
100 pieces of legislation.


The increasing number of waste 
enforcement cases contested coupled 
with the lack of day-to-day court 
experience within local authorities 
highlighted the need for inspection skills 
and courtroom training.


The work of the waste enforcement 
officers is often undertaken in 
potentially adversarial circumstances 
and in order to assist in dealing with 
incidents involving aggressive behaviour 
a training course was tailored to meet 
this requirement. This equipped waste 
enforcement officers with the necessary 
skills to stay safe when confronted with 
difficult and aggressive behaviour while 
continuing to undertake their key duties.


Multi-agency work has led to the 
WERLAs working in tandem with other 
enforcement agencies. As a result 
An Garda Síochána offered to provide 
specialist level one and two interview 
skills training for waste enforcement 
officers. The trained officers are 
available to assist other local authorities 
in enforcement activities if required.


The WERLAs have facilitated training 
from other stakeholders including the 
NTFSO (Waste Movement and Shipments 
Register), Repak (Packaging Regulations) 
and Repak ELT (Tyre Regulations).


Peer –to-peer learning, knowledge 
sharing and cross training are all key 
aspects of the WERLA work plan. The 
WERLAs organised an ELV Knowledge 
Sharing Day and coordinated site visits 
to best practice ATFs.


The development of standard 
guidance documents, inspection forms, 
enforcement documentation and SOPs 
have proved to be very effective. Ease 
of access to up to date information is 
key and this is achieved through NIECE. 
The feasibility of training videos and 
webcasts are also being investigated to 
facilitate capacity building in 2018.

The development of guidance notes and standardised 
inspection forms is a key component of the WERLA work plan.
